BACKSTAGE RULES


*Do NOT interrupt Ms. B( unless you are on fire; ask the stage manager.  You will have a chance to ask questions during Notes before and after rehearsal.  

Before rehearsal or show:

1. Sign in on the Call Board as soon as you arrive.

2. Get your costume on and report to your make up station with your old T-shirt (dress rehearsals).

3. If assigned a mic for the first scene, get your mic in place, turn it on, and test it with the sound engineer;

4. Report to the Green Room for pre-show Notes

During rehearsals/shows:

1. ALL SCHOOL RULES AND THEIR CONSEQUENCES ARE IN EFFECT .
2. ABSOLUTELY NO GUM OR CELL PHONES DURING REHEARSALS.  

3. ABSOLUTELY NO TALKING BACK STAGE.  Give me your attention the FIRST time I ask for it and do as the crew tells you without arguing. 

4. Do not put your feet on the seats in the auditorium or jump on/off the stage.

5. Do not touch any props unless you are rehearsing with them.

6. Do not touch the TV, computer, or anything on the teacher’s desk.

7. Eat/drink ONLY in the Designated Snack Area (and wash your hands; there’s a sink & soap in room 113).

8. Report IMMEDIATELY to the stage when you are called.  Stay in your assigned area until you are called back stage.  YOU ARE NOT ALLOWED in the halls, at the lockers, teachers’ lounge, or any other place.

9. Do NOT gossip or trash talk about each other, or speak negatively in general.  Have each other’s backs.

10. Be nice, merciful, forgiving, kind, and encouraging to and patient with each other (and me).  Accept responsibility for mistakes, apologize, and try not to make the same one again.  DO NOT LIE ABOUT ANYTHING.

After rehearsals:

1. Report to the stage with your script and a pencil for Notes

2. Clean up the classroom.

3. You MAY NOT leave until dismissed by the Stage Manager.

After shows:

1. Hang Costume up and put accessories away.

2. Clean up dressing room

3. Meet your adoring fans in the lobby.

After Saturday’s performance:

EVERYONE must participate in strike and clean-up.  DO NOT leave until you have been dismissed by Ms. B(.
