September
· Complete and return your “Brag Sheet” to the Guidance Office so that teachers can use it when writing letters of recommendation.  The “Brag Sheet” can also be completed on-line at the schools’ Guidance website.

· Consider registering for the October 22, 2011 ACT at www.actstudent.org.  The deadline for regular registration is September  16, 2011.  

· Consider registering for the October 1, 2011 SAT exam at www.collegeboard.com.  Indiana is a test site.  The deadline for regular registration is September 9, 2011.

· Apply to institutions.  Be sure to note any Early Decision, Early Action or regular decision deadlines.  Keep copies of your applications.

· If needed, intensify your post-secondary research via the internet, printed materials, or your school counselor.  The Career Cruising program may also be a useful resource.  (USERNAME:  indiana; PASSWORD:  senior)

· Attend college/military representative visits when they are scheduled at IHS.  Listen to the announcements or check the Guidance website.

· Check to see if the institution or the program/major to which you are applying requires the SAT II test(s).   If needed, register for SAT II test(s).  

October 

· Apply to your selected institutions (if you have not yet already done so). Keep copies of your applications.

· Attend campus visits or college fairs for the schools you have identified.

· Attend college/military representative visits when they are scheduled at IHS.  Listen to the announcements or check the 

       Guidance website.

· If needed, register for the December 3, 2011 SAT exam.  The regular registration deadline is November 8, 2011.

November


· Apply to your selected institutions (if you have not already done so).  Keep copies of your applications.

· If needed, register for the December 3, 2011 SAT exam.  The late registration fee will apply for the December date if you register after November 8, 2011.

· Investigate potential sources of financial aid.  Resources include the institutions you plan to attend, the Guidance Resource Room, the World Wide web, and your local library and bookstores.

· Check the scholarship listings given to you by your English teacher.  These are also posted online and mailed to your parents.  Applications for many are in the Guidance Office.

· If requested by your institution, ask your counselor to send your first marking period grades to an institution(s).

December
